HB 49 Dies in Senate Insurance Committee
HB 49, the one remaining workers’ comp bill being considered by the Mississippi Legislature up until yesterday, died last night for lack of action in the Senate Insurance Committee. This is very good news for Mississippi’s Workers’ Comp Industry – if passed, this bill could have had serious legal implications for Mississippi’s employers, by allowing any injured worker to sue his or her employer if they were ever fired, by being allowed to claim that the firing was retaliation for the injury, regardless of when the injury had occurred.

With the defeat of this bill, MASI members can now breathe a sigh of relief, in that every dangerous item of legislation that could have been harmful to our industry is now dead. We will continue, however to watch the legislature in its closing weeks to make sure that surprises do not occur!

As always, we appreciate everyone’s help this year. We will be putting out another update as needed, to provide an official wrap – up when the session concludes.
